the Lincoln University College Senate and without relevant working experience, subject to passing pre-
requisite courses, OR
v. Other equivalent related qualifications to a Bachelor's degree (Level 6, MQF) recognized by the Malaysian
Government, AND
vi. Achieve a minimum Band 4 in Malaysian University English Test (MUET) OR equivalent to Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR) (Mid   82).
